






City History
Founded in 1856, Clearwater was one of
the first towns established in the county.
Early pioneers began settling in the area
west of the Mississippi, referred to as
“Suland” by the Dakota, after the Treaty
of Traverse des Sioux in 1851. The city
has a rich history rooted in its natural
resources and resilient community spirit.
Early settlers were drawn to its land and
abundant waterways, including the
Clearwater & Mississippi Rivers. The
rivers became drivers for the town’s
development, with a sawmill and two flour
mills operating from the power provided
by the Clearwater River. The first ferry
cable was built across the Mississippi in
1856 and was the longest operating ferry
on the entire river. The ferry became an
icon in Clearwater’s history. 

With rapid development in recent years,
Clearwater has transformed into a
bustling hub of activity while maintaining
its small-town charm. The city boasts
several parks, a trail system, many local
businesses, and a calendar full of
community events hosted by local groups
and organizations.

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Parks & Trails

Sportsman’s Park - 20802 27th Ave

Sportsman’s Park offers several amenities,
including an 18-hole disc golf course, baseball
fields with dugouts, playground, pavilion and trail
access. The fields and pavilion are available to
rent through City Hall. Local baseball leagues will
often host games at the park. 

Clearwater Wayside Archery Park 
- 205 CR 75 NW

This is a 6-acre park overlooking the Clearwater
River, provided in partnership with Wright County.
The archery range features 15 targets and is open
for use from 6:00 a.m. to sunset. Other features
include a grill, picnic area, and parking.

Riverside Park - Main St & County Road 75

Riverside Park is located at the intersection of
Main St and County Road 75 on either side of
Clearwater River. It is a popular fishing location.
This location is a trailhead for the Beaver Island
Trail, as it connects to the Stearns County
extension of the trail system. It features picnic
shelters, a foot bridge, themed playground,
fishing, parking, and trail access.

Veterans Memorial Park - CR 75 & Bluff St

This park is located across from Riverside Park,
between County Road 75 and Bluff Street, and
along the city trail system. It was built in
partnership with local veterans' organizations
and community members.  It features a flag
court, benches, and trail access.
